As we approach the Easter holidays, we would like to give a quick overview of what the PA has supported
to date and what is planned for the rest of the school year.

At the beginning of this year, we gave €10,500 to the school to fund additional iPad so there are now two
full sets of iPad available to all classes in the school. The children love using these for class challenges,
project work etc, so they are a great resource to have. In December we paid for the private screening of
“Matilda: The Musical” in Mahon Omniplex and buses to/from, which the whole school really enjoyed
before their Christmas holidays, costing €3,100. We also bought Christmas treats for all the children on
their last day. We have contributed €500 for Sciath na Scol buses in recent months. We also hosted the
Confirmation reception back in the school in February which was an enjoyable event for the children and
their families. Sincere thanks to all the parents of 5t class for their delicious food and serving everybody!

Over the coming months, we hope to be able to cover the cost of the school tour buses for all classes
(approx. €2,400) and organise an ice-cream van for school sports day. We will also host the reception for
the children celebrating their First Holy Communion on May 13, with the assistance of first-class parents.

On the social side — we plan to organise a family fun day and a parents social evening again in May/June —
so further details of these will be circulated shortly once confirmed.
